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LAURIES PROFILE

Too many to mention all but in his final year as coach at Bournemouth Dolphins Laurie coached Chris Campbell to golden success at the Nationals, He won the 13yrs  100m Fly at Sheffield in 61.04 and made the podium or final in the 200M Breast, 200M & 400M Medley events. 

In October 2007 Chris went on to win the English Schools 100m Butterfly (Long Course pool) title in a best time of 58.41 and the same weekend Laurie’s Masters swimming club which he formed in August produced its first National Masters medallist in the shape of Michelle Cousins competing in the 30-34 years age group 1500M Freestyle where, in her first serious competitive outing, she swam a great time of 22.04.06.

Laurie is now a consultant to many clubs around the UK where he helps to mentor young coaches and support clubs who need advice on many issues. His Rent A Coach Service provides senior coaches to clubs who don’t want their club to fall back during the time their own coach is away or during numerous other delicate times.

LUKES PROFILE

Laurie’s son Luke is an up and coming coach who has travelled the world during his time as a swimmer and reached 10th place nationally during his teens. He also held a county record for the 1500M Freestyle. Since hanging up his kickboard & fins he has been involved with many clubs putting something back into the sport that gave him so much. 

Luke was previously junior age coach at a national performance club in London for five years but has now left to become full time Head Coach to Broomfield Park SC which has a great atmosphere and really does cater for all levels of swimmer, since starting in 2007 the club has pulled together tremendously and is now becoming a force to be reckoned with in the local area. Technique has improved to a much higher standard and there is once again a buzz around the club which is great news for the swimmers.
Luke holds an ASA Club Coach certificate (Level 3) and runs his own business swimming consultancy service in London working on behalf of many organisations and swim schools. With numerous county medallists already watch this space.
